Children 10yrs of age and under who are non-swimmers must be directly supervised (close proximity and able to render
assistance) by a responsible person 16yrs of age or older. The ratio of non-swimmers to responsible person is 1:4

Non-swimmers must remain in the shallow end

All children 5 yrs or younger, a maximum of 2 children per responsible person (16yrs of age or older) is required to be
admitted to a public swim, and they must be directly supervised (within arms reach) at all times.
